If the required amount of water cannot be supplied or if the certification, water
license or confirmation referred to in Subseects 5.5.3, 5.5.4 or 5.5.5 cannot be
made, the Approving Officertmay nonetheless approve thsubdivisionif the
applicant grants a covenant under thend Title Acto the Salt Spring Island
Local Trust Committee that restricts the development of subdvisionto the
buildings, structuresand usesfor which the required amount of water can be
supplied, licensed or certified under Subsections 5.5.3, 5.5.4 or 5.5.5.

For the purposes of the certification referred to in Subsection 5.5.5¢tiggneer
must supply supporting documentation of a pump test conducted by the
engineerwhich must indicate that the test was of sufficient duration to establish
the long term reliability of the water supply in accordance with generally
acceptable hydrologica&ngineeing practices.

Where the water supply is provided through a groundwater well or through a
private surface water license, angineermust also provide a water quality
analysis that demonstrates that the surface water or the groundwater froohea
proposed water supply source or welldstableor can be madeotablewith a
treatment system that is customarily used insaglefamily dwelling The
certificate must include a plan of the proposedbdivisionindicating each well
location where a water sample was taken, and a statement that the water
samples upon which the water quality analysis was performed were
unadulterated samples taken from the locations indicated on the plan. If the
water to be supplied is ngbotable but can be mad@otable with a treatment
system that is customarily used insanglefamily dwelling then the Approving
Officer may nonetheless approve thsubdivisionif the applicant grants a
covenant under the.and Title Acto the Salt Spring Island Local Trust Committee
that requires orgoing treatment of the water to ensure that it itable before

it is used as drinking water.

5.6.1

Eachlot that is proposed to be created ubdivisiormust be demonstrated by

the applicant to contairor be capable of being serviced by an area or areas of
sufficient size and appropriate characteristics to satisfy the setback requirements
of Subsetion 4.5.1 and the requirements of the Vancouver Island Health
Authority Subdivision Standardsr an onsite sewage treatment system for the
buildings, structuresand usesthat are permitted on thdot by this Bylaw.

STORMWATER DRAGE

5.7.1 Everysubdivisiormust be designed and constructed to maximize the amount of

precipitation that percolates into # ground, to minimize direct overland runoff,
and to minimize impacts on the quality and quantity of groundwater.
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5.7.2 Every surface drainage system isubdivisiormust be designed to provide for
the continuity of any existing surface drainage systemviag the drainage basin
in which thelot to be subdivided is located.

5.7.3 Every surface drainage system designed for a &ratlivisioriocated within 30
m of a fishbearingwater body including the sea, must be consistent with the
Land Developmentuidelines

5.7.4 Nowater bodymay be diverted, altered, or used for surface drainage purposes
so as to transfer water between natural surface water watersheds.

5.7.5 Every surface drainage system must be designed so that the system is capable of
conveyng the peak rate of runoff from a 2@ear storm event for the entire
drainage basin within which theubdivisionor development is located when
such basin is fully developed.

5.7.6 Every surface drainage system must be designed and constructed to minimize
scouring and erosion of ditch banks.

5.7.7 All drainage works, including ditches and culverts must be located in statutory
rights-of-way granted to the Crown, or in dedicatadghways, or in the case of a
Bare Land Stratsubdivisionon common property or aaccessot.

Information Note: Statutory rightsof-way in favour of the Ministry of Transportatic
and Highways are at the discretion of the Provincial Appro
Officer.

5.7.8 If stormwater is discharged from a surface drainage system to the sea or a
watercourse on or adjacent to the land being subdivided or developed, the
system must be constructed and designed to restiormwaterfor the period of
time necessary to allow for settling of silt and other suspended solids.

5.7.10 Every applicant flosubdivisionmust provide written certification under seal of
an engineerwith experience in drainagengineeing that the subdivisionhas
been constructed in accordance with the drainage system design prepared under
Subsection 5.7.9 and such certificatics to be provided before deposit of the
subdivisiorplan in the Land Title Office.
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5.8 COMPLIANCE WIMHNIMUM AND AVERAGQET AREAS

out in Part 9 of this Bylaw exceptahaparkto be dedicated upon deposit of the
subdivisionplan need not comply with those regulations.

5.13 HIGHWAY ACCESS

5.13.1 Alllots created througtsubdivisionmust havefrontage on ahighway, or in the
case of a strata titlesubdivision lots must havefrontage on an access route
connected to &highway.
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5.13.2 Despite Subsection 5.13.1,lat that is to be used solely for conservatioise
may be created withoufrontage on ahighway, provided the applicant grants a
covenant complying with Section 2.7 tbis Bylaw that restrictsiseof the lot for
conservation purposes and prohibits the construction of atyctureson the
lot.

5.14 CHARACTERIST@SPUBLIC ACCESSVKIER BODIES

5.14.1 Access to permanentvater bodiesare to be provided at intervals of 20
where the averagearea of lots in asubdivisionis less than 2.5 ha and at
intervals of 400 m. where the averageeaof lots in asubdivisioris equal to or
greater than 2.5 ha, regardless of whether th@gghway may be practically
developed as a roadwdgr automobiles.

5.15 HIGHWAY STANDERIN RELATION TO THETNRAL

5.15.2 Highwaysare not to be provided in a manner that results in a physical division of
land in the Parks and Reserves 6 or Parks and Reserm®g or in a manner
such that afarm operation would be interrupted in the Agriculture 1 or
Agricultue 2zone or a forestry operation would be interrupted in the Forestry 1
or Forestry Zone
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5.15.3 Nohighwaymay be constructed or located to connect an island in the Salt Spring
Island Local Trust Area with any other island.

5.15.4 No highway may te located through awvetland identified in Schedule 9 of the
Salt Spring Island Official Community PlaBubdivisions must be laid out to
ensure that environmental impacts are minimised in any ot@evironmentally
sensitive area identified on Schedules rough 12 of theSalt Spring Island
Official Community Plan

5.15.5 No highwaymay be located so as to divert the flow of a surface watercourse or
divert or contaminate in any way a groundwater aquifer, but this Subsection
does not prohibit the culvemig of a surface watercourse forreghwaycrossing
or the construction of a stormwater retention facility provided that such
culverting or construction is in accordance with tHeand Development
Guidelines

5.15.6 Where anyhighwayis to cross avater body the design of the crossing is to be
carried out by arengineerin accordance with Section 6 of thand Development
Guidelines.

Information Note: Any work in or about a watercourse will also require notificatior
an approval under Section 9 of tiiéater Act

5.15.7 The design ohighways must to the greatest extent possible follow the natural
contours of the land to minimize the extent of cutting and filling required to
construct thehighway

5.15.8 Native vegetation must be reinstated in all portionsf the highway not
comprising the roadway, following the completion of haghway and any
associated utilities.

5.16 PATHWAYS AND SHLDER BIKEWAYS

5.16.1 Highwayright-of-way is to be dedicated and developed as a pathway to provide
convenient pedestriamnd cyclist access as follows:

(2) Where apark, public school,public hospital, crown land or #t zoned
for commercialretail serviceswould be more conveniently or quickly
accessed from the proposddts in asubdivisiorby a pathway than by a
highway.

6.1 STANDARDS FORKNE

6.1.4 Anysignthat refers or directs attention to a business servicethat is no longer
in operation must be removed within 3Gys after the operation of the business
or serviceends.

906(6) of theocal Government Acthe provisions in this
Bylaw do not apply to land or to a building or structure existing
the time this Bylaw came into force, so long as the land, buildir
structure continues to be put to a use that does not require n
parking or loading spaces thawere required for the use the
existed when the Bylaw came into force.

This Bylaw succeeds Salt Spring Island Bylaw 123, which also contained regulations regarding
parking spaces.

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7.2 STANDARDS FORTKMMOBILE PARKING &S AND AISLES

7.2.1 Each automobileparking spacemust be accessible to dighway via a
manoeuvring aisle that is not less than:

(a) 7.5 metes in width inthe case of 90 degree parking;
(b) 5.5 metres in width in the case of 60 degree parking; and
(c) 3.5 metres in width in the case 46 degree and parallel parking.

7.2.2 No parking spacenay abut ahighwayin such a way that theseof the parking
spacenecessitates reversing a motor vehicle from or onto thighway or a
sidewalk.

7.2.5 Allparking spacs must have a maximum gradient and crekspeof 6 percent.

7.2.6 Where aparking lotconsists of more than 20 paveurking spacs, theparking
lot may only be constructed in accordance witdesign prepared by agngineer
which ensures that the prdevelopment and postlevelopment stormwater
runoff rate, flow pattern and water quality are as similar as is reasonably feasible
and that runoff is managed in a manner consistent with tiand Develpment
Guidelines.Stormwater runoff facilities must be operated and maintained at all
times in accordance with the original design and thand Development
Guidelines.

7.3 LOCATION OF AUMOBILE PARKING SPACE

7.3.1 Except as provided by Section 7.7tlois Bylaw, all required offtreet parking
space must be located on thiot on which theuse buildingor structurebeing
served is located, or on an adjoinitag that constitutes part of the same site or
premises. Parking spacglocated on éighwaymay not be taken into account in
determining compliance with the standards in this part.

A. GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS:

1. Regulation Babe Ruth Baseball Diamonslo{fdot baseline¢ 426-foot outfield
fence).

2. Regulation Little League Baseball Diamond {280 baseline).

3. Regulation Softball Diamonds (2&fbt baseline).

All field space to be irrigated and drained. Ball diamonds to have backstops,
fencing ad dugouts. Power, water and eite sewage treatment to be
provided. Road access to the site should be completed to accepthplevay
standards for a twdane access road on thet from the nearest main artery.
Parking on a gravédt for a minimum & eighty cars, adjacent to the diamonds.
Adequate washrooms, including those for the disabled, to Health Officer
specifications.

B. DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS:

1. Field subsurface and surfaceMinimum 12 inches sand under "Sport Turf"
grassed diamonds. a8d to be of quality used specifically for sport fields (clean
and of correct configuration).

2. Drainage: Surface and subsurface drainage required. Subsurface drainage to be
by trenches no more than 15 feet apart with appropriate drain rock and cloth
over 3 inch plastic drain pipe (under sand). Surface drainage showing level field
with minimum 1 per cent and maximum¥2 per centgrade

3. Irrigation: All grassed playing areas to be fully irrigated. Water supply to be
adequate to provide coverageWater storage tanks may be required to meet
necessary pressure requirements. Irrigation materials to be computerised and of
Toro or equivalent standard and should be installed by manufacturer's
representative.

4, Backstops (4)Threesided, 80 feet log and 30 feet high, with 6 foot overhang
the full length.
